Ruby Ranch Horse Rescue did a welfare check on a group of 5 well bred
Russian Arabian horses at the request of their breeder who resides in
California. lllyria is one of these horses. We are told she is a yearling filly
but appears younger. She has not had hoof care, veterinary care, or
= - dental care. She is underweight and appears to be malnourished. Her

~+ % skin has patches of hair missing and is dry and flaking off. Her abdomen
: | is bloated and it was reported to us by the person she has been in
temporary care with for about a week that a veterinary check of a stool
sample revealed she was infested with worms. Her temporary caretaker told us she has since
wormed her. She stated she has been paste 3 times in the last 6 weeks (every two weeks)
and that the last time was with ‘ She is very thin, ribs showing and hip bones
showing. Ruby Ranch Horse Rescue is negotiating for her to be voluntarily relinquished for proper
care and rehabilitation prior to rehoming.

Friday
9 July 2010

lllyria arrived today for foster care and rehabilitation. She was voluntarily
\ 1 surrendered from neglectful circumstances by her owner who could no
1 = longer care for her. She is in need of veterinary, farrier, and dental care.
Her growth appears stunted, she is wormy, underweight, has a poor hair
| coat, and a skin condition. She appears to be halter trained and leads fairly

" well. She got in and out of the trailer with no problems and EllGINSIRER
: - . Upon arrival she was placed into a quarentine

pen where she could see other horses. She was fed and groomed. She was started on Equine Junior
foal food and a grass/alfalfa hay mix. She has a good appetite and seems friendly.

Saturday
10 July 2010

Farriered today ¢ Trims all four. lllyria was examined this morning by our farrier, Roxann Crump, and
had all four hooves trimmed. Roxann reported that she has nice feet and good conformation
although it was clear she has never had a hoof trim before. It took 2 handlers and a treat giver in
order for Roxann to get all four feet worked on. lllyria was scared but actually did very well. Roxann
got a good start on all four feet but could not take off too much this first time or lllyria would be sore.
She wants to see her again in 2-4 weeks for another trim. Vieterinary exam Dr. Sandi Grover, our
equine dentist and veterinarian gave lllyria a thorough physical. She found that lllyria has some open
sores under her mane, a bacterial skin infection, worm infestation, and mild heart murmur all most
likely due to malnutrition. She has given us a treatment protocol and would like to examine her again
in 1-2 months. Both our farrier and veterinarian estimated her age at 8-12 months although her
breeder indicated she was born on 4 May 2009, which would make her 14 months old. She is
underweight and has been malnurished which could explain her small size and underdevelopment.
She is expected to recover with proper nutrition, veterinary care , and exercise. Our vet was hopeful
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follows:

"Teeth: all deciduous incisors present, wolf teeth present, mild dental points. Skin: dorsal thorax,
abdomen, neck covered with crusts consistent with dermatophilosis. Pot bellied appearance - suspect
severe worm infestation. Heart: grade 1/6 systolic murmur possibly due to malnutrition, rechecks in 1-
2 months. Recommend deworm with lvermectin, repeat in 1 month with Quest. Scrub lesions on skin
with betadine.”

lllyria was kept in a holding pen most of the day, placed in a loafing area with run during a late
afternoon rainstorm that came in, then turned out in the evening in the small arena where she was fed
and left for the night. We are feeding her soaked beet pulp pellets, Equine Junior foal food, grass and
alfalfa mix hay, and she is getting plenty of fresh water. We are feeding the grain/beet pulp 3 to 4 times
a day and free feeding the hay. Once of our miniature horses, Edee, befriended her through the fence
and was kind enough to sleep in the arena with her all night to keep her company.

Sunday
11 July 2010

lllyria was spent most of the day in the small arena, we took her for a
walk in the miniature horse pasture this afternoon, then she was
turned out in the yard around the house this evening. She is feisty and
full of energy, very interested in befriending the other horses, leads
well, and ties well. She was groomed and [iEGINeRIceteleaned. She
need work on standing still for grooming and hoof cleaning. She is easy
to catch and halter. She received 4 feedings today of grain and beet
pulp and had hay in front of her all day. She ate some grass along the
driveway. She was left turned out in the small arena for the night, next to the miniature horse corral.

Monday
12 July 2010

lllyria was groomed this morning and had her [IGOVESIDIGKEGIONE while she ate her breakfast (soaked
beet pulp, equine junior) and was left in the small arena for the day. She was given grass hay to much
on during the day. This evening she received another feeding of soaked beet pulp and equine junior
complete feed. She is friendly with us, no problem to catch, halter, and lead ¢ she comes right up to
us. It helps that we always have a treat ready and waiting for her. During leadins she will
occasionally try to play with her human by nipping at clothing and running ahead and kicking up in
the air as she twists around. She settles down quickly. After her meal she was turned out to pasture
with Juliet and Raina for about 3 hours. She grazed a good distance from them, if she ventured to
close Juliet chased her off. Despite this, lllyria seemed to enjoy her time out. She ran and kicked her
heals up a bit, but tired easily so mostly she stood and grazed. She was put in the small arena for the
night with a 3" feeding of beet pulp and grain along with grass hay to munch on. She was laying
down resting next to he miniature horse corral when we came up to the house for the night.

lllyria was started on Psyllium today, which she will be treated with for one week to clear her
intestines of any sand that may have built up. She received this with her afternoon feeding (#2).

she ran a short distance away. Snip was more aggressive with chasing her but eventually stopped and
ignored her while grazing. Illyria kept a good distance away from the herd but seemed to be enjoying
her time grazing. Late in the afternoon Snip decided to go after her aggressively and ran her into a
corner near the fence and riding arena. lllyria was very smart about not getting too close to the fence
and tried to cleverly get out of the situation but Snip would not let up and she got caught up in the
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fence and ended up going over it before | could run to her fast enough to intervene. She walked up
the driveway to me and had numerous lacerations on her chest, left hind leg, and both front legs.
Administered BAWay RRING/FIU/EWT intramusclular injection into neck and 3 cc penicillin. She was
very good about letting me give her a tetanus shot and injection of penicillin. She was less agreeable
about the wounds being sprayed with betadine. | used a wash cloth and water mixed with betadine
scrub to scrub the bacterial skin infection on her back. After the initial surprise of the water on her
back she seemed to actually like the scrubbing. | called Aspen Ridge Equine Hospital to come out to
examine and treat her injuries. V@terinary Visit! Dr. Melanie Robinson came out and sedated her for
examination and treatment. She would not hold still for the injectyion of sedetive and the Dr. ended
up twitching her. She did not settle down from the first dose of sedative so the doctor administered a
second dose. She never really calmed down completely but Dr. Robinson was able to shave the
lacerations, clean them out, and cut off excess skin flaps. She did not recommend suturing the
wounds. She thought the sutures would likely tear out due to the locations of the lacerations. She
said all the wounds were superficial and would heal fine without scarring. She advised to clean them
daily with betadine and put neosporin in the wounds until they started to dry out. She preseribed

Whle under sedation | implanted a
microchip (AVID*050-552-314) into her left nuchal ligament half way between the poll and withers.
The chip read fine when scanned. lllyria was left inside the barn in a stall with shavings, hay, and
water for the afternoon while she recovered from the sedative. | checked on her hourly. She was
happy to see me, calm, and came up to me for treats and petting during each check. This evening |
haltered lllyria and led her to the small arena where she was fed for the 5™ time today and given her
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before she was laying down in her favorite spot sleeping. Poor little thing is worn out from the events
of today!

Thursday
15 July 2010

lllyria is sore today and her left hind leg is swolen especially at the fetlock and pastern. She received

lllyria spent the day in the small arena and was brought into a stall in the
barn set up with shavings, hay and water for the night. She lays down a lot in the evenings and at
night, it was very difficult to get her to stand up from her sleeping spot in the southeast corner of the
small arena when we wanted to move her inside. She seems depressed and physically is sore. She
brightened up some when she got to the barn and saw Libby and Trance next to her. She likes
attention from Jim and | and is very good for me when | am treating her and caring for her.

Saturday
17 July 2010

lllyria did well through the night and was happy going to turnout in the small arena, anxious to eat
her breakfast. She remained in the small arena until after lunch with Raina and Juliet while the farrier




was at the ranch doing horses. After lunch, we brought lllyria into the barn where we groomed her,
cleaned her feet, scrubbed her wounds and back with betadine and treated her wounds with triple
antibiotic ointment. lllyria was pasté wormed with Apple Flavored Ivermectin paste, enough for a 500
pound horse. She happily took the wormer, | believe due to the strong apple flavor. lllyria was then
turned back out into the small arena by herself, Raina and Juliet were turned out around the house.
This evening, Illyria ate her dinner in the arena and once finished she was let out to roam around the
house and barn while we did chores. At bedtime she was given ﬂ
snack, hay, and was left in the stall next to Libby and Trance. She has

more next month.

Sunday lllyria did well through the night and was turned out most of the day with Raina and Juliet in the small
18 July 2010 | arena. Late this afternoon she was put inside a stall in the barn during a short rainstorm. While inside
she ate her afternoon snack of foal grain and soaked beet pulp along with a flake of alfalfa hay. After
the rainstorm lIllyria was turned out to pasture with Bey, Raina, and Juliet for a while where she got to
run and play. She is quite athletic and seems to float when she trots, it is very big and airy. After her
playtime, she voluntarily went back into the small arena where she drank lots of water and settled in
for a rest. This evening she ate her dinner in the arena, then tonight was brought into her stall in the
barn next to Libby and Trance where she was groomed and had her [iG0Uesicleaned, She got % gram
of bute'paste, a snack of Equine Junior grain and grass hay. Overall lllyria is getting better, her skin
infection is clearing up, she has more energy and a good attitude but we can still see all her ribs.
Monday lllyria was turned out in the small arena during the day, then got to be out to pasture with Raina and
19 July 2010 | Juliet this evening. Tonight she was brought in to the barn and stayed in the stall next to Libby and
Trance.
Tuesday Stayed in small arena all day, stall this evening for an extra feeding and then stalled tonight. She was
20 July 2010 | groomed and had her [{GOVESIDIGKEEIONE and her . She is getting more
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lead, and is even following me off-lead. She still receives 3-4 feedings a day of foal grain and beet
pulp, gets one flake of alfalfa a day and all she can eat grass hay.
Wednesday | lllyria was turned out in the small arena during the day and this evening was allowed out with Raina
21 July 2010 | and Juliet in the pasture. She had a mild€ali€ after eating her dinner tonight and refused her bedtime
snack, around 2200 hrs, she was laying down, moaning, and turning her head to her stomach,
refusing to get up. We got her up and administered 5cc of Banamine IM in the left neck then walked
her for a few minutes. She had a normal bowel movement and within an hour seemed back to
normal and wanting to eat. | sat with her until about 0030 hrs and she was fine so we all went to bed.
Thursday lllyria is fully recovered this morning, feeling great, eating normally and was ready to start her day
22 July 2010 | and go to turn out.
Friday lllyria is doing well and things are status quo. She gets 3 meals a day which consisit of soaked beet
Tuesday pulp pellets and Equine Junior feed, grass and alfalfa hay. She gets daily turn out with Juliet and
23 July ¢ 27 | Raina, and stays in a 12x12 stall at night next to Libby and Trance. She still lays down quite a bit and
July 2010 falls asleep quickly after her last feeding of the night. She is friendly, easy to halter and lead, and
fairly good with handling. She is a bit bratty now that she is getting her energy back and will nip and
try to play with humans as if they are horses. She continues to be good about her back being
scrubbed with betadine, | believe it feels good to her. She likes being scratched and brushed. Her skin
is getting itchy as it heals.
Wednesday lllyria was turned out with Juliet and Raina for the day in the paddock
28 July 2010 connected to the small arena. Raina is fairly nice to her, letting her stand close

- and even eat out of the same hay pile as her. Juilet chases her away but leaves
" her alone as long as she stays a few feet from her. This evening they were all

She got a long brushing tonight and a . She was feisty with
her feet and it took two start overs to get them all. | have also started to teach her some manners
regarding personal space and that nipping at people is not acceptable. She learns quickly and is
responsive to training. Her hooves appear to have grown significantly in the past three weeks, likely
due to good nutrition. Our farrier will check her on August 3 and probably trim some more of the old
hoof off. lllryia has become very comfortable walking around while we do chores and is no longer
scared of things in the barn. She walks all over
investigating and getting into things!

29 July 2010

lllyria is doing great with handling, grooming, and picking out feet. She has settled ino the routine
here. She behaves like an older horse in a little baby horse body. It is easy to forget that she is nearly
ayear and a half old when she is so tiny. Our two yearlings that are younger than her look monstor
sized next to lllyria. She is enthusiastic about human contact everyday and looks for her people to
scratch her. She likes being brushed, had her mane groomed for the first time this evening and was

is turned out alone as long as she can see other horses. She gets a little anxious when indoors/in a
stall by herself but if her person is with her she is calm. She is still getting 3 feedings a day.

Friday
30 July 2010

lllyria was turned out like usual today with Juliet and Raina, they are accepting her better and she is
able to hand out closer to them, especially Raina. We had a terrible storm roll in this evening so lllyria
was brought into a stall in the barn, no problems. She ate, allowed grooming/fiGoReIEanNg, and
handling while the storm raged. Raina and Juliet were in the stall next to her. During a break in the
storm they were let out while we fed everyone else and the three had the run of the ran and the big
pasture. The ran all over and in and out of the big barn visiting other horses and investigating. When
the storm kicked up again they were put back in their stalls for the night.

lllyria was happy to see us last night when we arrived home after being gone for 8 days. Hoof Trim

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several minutes of grooming she finally accepted being rubbed all over with my hand, including her
belly and legs. It also took several attempts to get all four [lBOVEsIGIeaned, but she was very good in
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her but, it did give her and Juliet time together, they seem to have bonded fairly well. lllyria likes
people is is very engaging when she sees me so it should not take long to get her back on track.

Sunday
29 Aug 2010

lllyria and her normal companions (Juliet, Raina, Trance, and Libby) were turned out with the
miniature horse herd today. They did well and all was peaceful most of the day. Late afternoon
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Juliet. lllyria was smart enough to break herself away from the two mares and go her own way. She
was careful to stay away from the fence and seemed to elude detection until Raina called to her and
came to get her, moving her back over to where she and Juliet decided it was safe to be. The three of
them remained separated from the rest of the herd, grazing in their own corner of the pasture for the
rest of the evening. Everyone had an active day and were ready for bed when we brought them in.

lllyria is progressing very well with handling, grooming, standing tied, and leading. She has settled
back in to a routine since we have been back from our trip. She is excellent about haltering and being
led, she has settled down for grooming and now lets us brush her belly. FiGoVEsicleaned. She is good
about her feet but still not as relaxed as | would like her to be. lllyria is friendly and eager to be
around people. She is being turned out daily with two other yearling fillies and two mares. She
interacts well with the other horses and is saavy about behavior in a herd. She began a seven day
Psylliym treatment this morning and will receive her last does on September 8. Her coat is shiny and
soft, her skin is still sensitive to touch and brushing, but she loves being rubbed and scratched by
hand. Her ribs are barely visible now, she is eating Purina Equine Junior 2-3 times daily, grass/alfalfa
mix hay twice daily, and 1 flake of alfalfa 1-2 time daily. lllyria also gets soaked beet pulp pellets twice
daily. She is good eater, no problems there. She has not gained much height, if any, although we
failed to measure her when she initially arrived. She is 16 months old now and still significantly
smaller than our 12 month and 14 month olds. IIIyria is handled and led daily. We have been working
