Grandson of Bay el Bey: The King-

maker, Bey was Loriõs first horse. 

Bey is a registered Half Arabian 

although every horse in his pedi-

gree is purebred Arabians except 

one, Chippy - a Thoroughbred. 

About two years after moving to 

Colorado a friend of Loriõs who 

knew she loved horses and that 

Arabians were her favorite 

showed her an ad from Rancho 

Escondido Arabians and intro-

duced her to Lauriano òLarryó 

Martinez who was reducing his 

herd.  May 22, 1993 Lori met Bey 

for the first time. She looked at a 

couple of other horses that same 

day but couldnõt stop thinking of 

Bey and how he, and only he, had 

walked up to her in a pasture out 

of a herd of 16 horses. She went 

back the next day and rode Bey.  

Larry had him saddled Western, 

Lori rode English, but it didnõt 

matter. They had a nice ride and 

Lori signed a purchase agree-

ment that day. Lori paid Bey off 

in October 1993 and moved 

him for boarding to the United 

States Air Force Academy Sta-

bles. Lori and Bey have since 

spent the years together riding 

trails, galloping over jumps, 

playing with dressage, and 

teaching beginners how to ride. 

In 1996 X-Rays due to an injury 

uncovered the fact that Bey had 

degenerative joint disease al-

though he was showing no out-

ward signs of it at the time.  Bey 

and Lori had to slow down and 

make their riding less percussive 

on the legs to slow the process 

and Bey was started on joint 

supplements. It was hard for Bey 

to restrict his activity, he was 

used to running and jumping 

and didnõt like going slow. Over 

the years Lori rode him less and 

less as his joint disease got 

worse. Today Bey enjoys Lori 

riding him at a walk on an occa-

sional basis and safely carries 

youngsters new to riding during 

their first few lessons. It is still 

difficult for Bey to go slow, he 

still wants to run but his joint 

disease is self - limiting and he 

stays fairly quiet these days. Bey 

and Lori have had some backcoun-

try adventures that could fill the 

pages of a book. He has done eve-

rything ever asked of him and 

would try his heart out for Lori. He 

is truly the best horse that anyone 

could ever hope to have, he is a 

good argument in favor of cloning.

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This is a FREE on-line equine record keeping 

system which allows a private horse owner or 

manager of a large stable operation to keep 

track of horses, clients, expenses, and just 

about anything you would need to keep records 

on related to an individual horse or an equine 

business.  It is very comprehensive and user 

friendly. There are two versions available, an 

online (web-based) version and a desktop 

version. The online version is free and can 

be accessed from any computer that is 

connected to the internet; you just log in 

from anywhere and have access to your 

records. It is easy to get signed up for 

use, no credit card information is required 

and personal information requested to 

get set up as a user is very minimal. The 

desktop version costs about $99 and  

works only on the computer that you in-

stall it on. Record tabs include: hoof care, 

dental care, worming, vaccinations, train-

ing, general medical, expenses, photos, 

breeding, bloodwork, pedigree, journal, 

and performance records just to name a 

few. The system will generate reports for 

each category, income/expense reports 

for tax purposes, and create stall plac-

ards. The horseõs òadministratoró can give 

permissions to anyone with a Rendaivu 

account to view records which is ideal for 

students, boarders, or clients who want to 

keep tabs on a particular horse and per-

haps view their training progress or health 

status.

There were horse corpses on the property 

and some of the rescued herd were so bad 

requires slow, gentle handling, and an 

experienced rider capable of light cues.

She 

can be haltered but you have to catch her first 

- she wants nothing to do with humans. Portia 

is one of the most frightened horses Ruby 

Ranch has seen.  With patient 

and consistent handling over 

the past several months, 

Portia now trusts at least one 

person to handle her - though 

not her feet just yet. RRHR 

has a few months to get Portia 

comfortable with handling 

before this baby is on the 

ground. Stay tuned for a follow up story 

once Portia has foaled and learn about 

the babyõs progress. Portia is due to foal 

sometime in mid-May 2011. 

 

Ruby Ranch Horse Rescue is going to have 

a baby in the spring! Portia, a 13 year old 

Standardbred cross, is in foal. She came to 

Ruby Ranch during the rescue of a small 

herd who were very thin, lacking medical 

care, hoof care, and dental 

care.

Portia's 

behaviors indicate that she 

has probably had abusive 

handling in the past. She

Urgent - For Coloradans! 

Your 2011 Colorado tax return has a 
box to check for a donation to the 
"Unwanted Horse Fund."  The organi-
zation receiving these funds is not a 
horse rescue and has not spoken out 
against horse slaughter. Several of 
their board members support horse 
slaughter, wanting a return of the 
slaughter industry to the United 
States. Deseos Arabians & Miniatures 
LLC along with Ruby Ranch Horse 
Rescue 501(c)3 have taken positions 
against horse slaughter as a solution 

to the horse overpopulation issue in 
the United States. We recommend 
that you donate your hard earned dol-
lars directly to a reputable and legiti-
mate horse rescue and choose NOT 
to support organizations such as the 
ñColorado Unwanted Horse Allianceò 
who have not taken a stand against 
horse slaughter and who has mem-
bers who are pro-slaughter. Please 
pass this information to others and 
help your dollars go directly to rescu-
ing horses in need. Please consider 
asking an organization about their po-
sition on horse slaughter prior to do-
nating.  

serves as the Bill of Sale and temporary 

travel authorization. This paperwork is legal 

proof of ownership for the buyer/owner for 

as long as they own the horse. The travel 

permit is good for 10 days. If you transport a 

horse more than 75 miles from your home 

you are required to have a brand inspection 

and be issued a travel permit good for 10 

days. Horse owners have the option of pay-

ing for a Permanent Travel Card which is 

good for the life of the horse unless owner-

ship changes. The Division of Brand Inspec-

tion's reason for this is to protect the horses 

The State of Colorado requires a Brand 

Inspection to buy, sell, or transport a horse 

whether it has an actual brand or not. The 

Brand Inspection serves as your Bill of Sale 

and is the only proof of ownership recog-

nized legally in the State of Colorado. Regis-

tration Papers, hand written or typed Bills of 

Sale are not recognized as legal proof of 

equine ownership in this state. A Brand 

Inspector from the State Board of Stock 

Inspection must come out and inspect the 

horse with the owner/seller present and will 

fill out the brand inspection form which 

from theft, illegal butchering, or straying. Just 

remember that you need a Colorado Brand 

Inspection to prove you are the legal owner of a 

horse, to transfer ownership of a horse, or to 

travel more than 75 miles with your horse. The

Although not required by law, permanent identi-

fication for your horse in the form of microchip, 

tattoo, or brand is a good idea!

2011 Colorado Tax Return  

Colorado Brand Inspection  

state that the rescue organization adopting 

the horse to you can check on the horse at 

any time and if you can no 

longer keep the horse or 

would like to re-home it, you 

must contact the rescue for 

approval first. Each organiza-

tionõs contract will be different 

but it is important to read the 

contract carefully and be able 

and willing to abide by it or do 

not adopt the horse. Legal action can be 

taken against adopters if they are in breach 

of contract. This is all in the best interest of 

the horse, to help ensure it is well taken care 

of for life and not subject to abuse, neglect, 

slaughter, or anything else detrimental to 

the horseõs well being. Life circumstances 

can change for people and if you adopt and 

can no longer keep the horse or abide by 

the contract stipulations contact the rescue 

you adopted from immediately. Most will 

take the horse back or assist with re-

homing. They may give you permission to 

sell the horse but you must contact them 

first and keep them in the loop. Not doing 

this could result in legal action against you. 

If you opt to adopt make sure you know 

what you are getting into and avoid any 

future misunderstandings by reading the 

contract thoroughly before signing! Remem-

ber, its for the good of the horse! 

Adopting a horse can be a rewarding and joyful 

experience, and can be a way to get a really 

nice horse on a tight budget 

while at the same time help 

a non-profit be able to help 

more horses. You must un-

derstand that when you 

adopt a horse you are nor-

mally subject to a home 

inspection, approval proc-

ess, rechecks once the 

horse is at your home, and you must sign a 

contract. The contract may be for the life of the 

horse and stipulate things such as: the horse 

cannot be bred, resold, housed in a box stall, 

must have turnout, etc. The contract may also

After watching 

video of the horse Lori was impressed with 

how her breeder handled her and was start-

ing her training, much in the way that Lori 

starts horses. After visiting with the horse 

several times and talking with her breeder, 

Lori signed a purchase agreement for 

òBrisaó and on November 5, 2010 Brisa 

The Andalusian, along with the Arabian, is 

one of the oldest pure breeds of horses in the 

world. The breed has been officially recog-

nized since the 15th century but ancestors of 

the Andalusian were present on the Iberian 

Peninsula for thousands of years. The Andalu-

sianõs conformation has not changed much 

over the centuries and it is known for its skill 

as a war horse prized by nobility and, along 

with the Arabian, is one of the progenitors of 

the Lipizzaner horse. The Andalusian is also 

known as the Pure Spanish Horse or PRE 

(Pura Raza Española). It is an Iberian Horse 

because it developed on the Iberian Penin-

sula; other Iberian horses include the Lusi-

tano, Sorraia, Hispano-Arabe, and others. In 

general the Andalusian is 15.2 - 16.2 hands 

high, strong boned, and comes in various 

colors but grey is common. Over the years 

Lori has admired and been intrigued by this 

breed, although was never able to find one 

that was affordable, and with a good upbring-

ing. In October 2010 Lori came across an ad 

for a reasonably priced Iberian Sport Horse 

came home to Deseos Arabians. Brisaõs sire is 

an Andalusian, Temerario VII. Brisaõs dam is an 

Appendix (Thoroughbred/Quarter Horse) mare 

named Wild Texas Wind. Brisa will turn 4 years 

old on April 23, 2011 and Lori is picking up 

where her breeder, local dressage trainer Anna 

Blake of Infinity Farm, left off. Brisa is Loriõs 

horse and is everything she could have hoped 

for. Brisa is affectionate, intelligent, learns 

quickly, and eagerly engages in training activi-

ties. She is currently doing groundwork and 

has worn a saddle, but has not yet carried a 

rider. Brisaõs registration with the IALHA 

(International Andalusian & Lusitano Horse 

Association) is pending and we plan to modify 

her registered name from òHCR Brisaó to òHCR 

Brisa Luna Dó if the regulations permit it.  

Around the ranch she is known as  òHer Maj-

esty Brisaó or òBrisa the Greató, at least in her 

mind. The rest of us call her òBrisaó. Her ego is 

not small. She loves apples, carrots, her friend 

Illyria, being the center of attention, and of 

course Lori.
